Our neighborhood, the
Vineville Historic District, is a premier bungalow
neighborhood conveniently located two miles north-
west of downtown Macon.

Originally farmland dotted with large plantation
homes, Vineville became one of Macon’s first subdivi-
sions in the early 20th century. Between 1890 and 1930,
developers started building the compact, economical
bungalows that surged in popularity all across the
country.

There is an interesting mix of bungalow styles /
in the Vineville neighborhood. The California style /
is commonly seen with stucco, wood siding or f
brick exteriors.
